Pastor’s Letter

Dear friends in Christ,

This weekend we celebrate Father's Day, and we give thanks to God for the many men who have helped shape
our lives in faith, love and wisdom. We offer our gratitude and prayers for our fathers, grandfathers,
stepfathers, godfathers, and for all those who have accepted the beautiful and demanding vocation of
fatherhood.

In the Book of Deuteronomy, Moses reminds the people of Israel that the commandments of the Lord are to
be carefully taught, lived and handed on: "Take to heart these words. Repeat them to your children. Speak of
them at home and abroad, whether you are busy or at rest" (Deuteronomy 6). Fathers have a unique and
irreplaceable role in this sacred work. Fathers are among the first teachers of faith and goodness. They teach
their children both with words and by example: through prayer, honesty, compassion, discipline, forgiveness
and trust in God.
