Listening as a Universal Church

What’s historic about this year’s Synod Assembly?

At the opening Mass of the General Synod Assembly in Rome Oct 4, Pope Francis
spoke about the vision of a listening Church as having “a gentle yoke” (cf. Mt
11:30), which does not impose burdens and which repeats to everyone: “Come,
you who are weary and oppressed, come, you who have lost your way or feel far
away, come, you who have closed the doors to hope: the church is here for you!
Tutti, tutti, tutti! (Everyone, everyone, everyone!)’

The theme of the three-year process is “For a synodal Church: communion,
participation and mission.” Pope Francis has said that synodality means walking
together and that the faithful can learn from Jesus, who when meeting people,
would take the time to “encounter, listen and discern.”

The Synod is a gathering of bishops with roots going back to early Christianity.
What is groundbreaking about this Synod is that in addition to cardinals and
bishops, for the first time in Church history, there are lay women and men serving
as voting delegates, as well as deacons, religious and priests. Fifty-four women will
participate as voting delegates — a first. At the opening session, Pope Francis
spoke to the synod delegates seated at one of the round conversation tables,
among many. This four week gathering in Rome follows an unprecedented
consultation of the People of God at the diocesan, national and continental levels.

Among the many questions to be deliberated during the global synod are three
essential questions: “How can we be more fully a sign and instrument of union with
God and of the unity of all humanity?”; “How can we better share gifts and tasks in
the service of the Gospel?”; and “What processes, structures and institutions are
needed in a missionary synodal church?” Pope Francis invites all the faithful to pray
for the Synod during the month of October.

All new parishioners who come to our parish
receive a handwritten letter of welcome, and then are invited to attend a new parishioner prayer
service in church and dinner social in Unity Hall. Young families come to meet others who know the
joys and challenges of raising children. Seniors come after relocating, looking to regain the
fellowship they had at a different parish. They, and all ages in-between, enjoy getting to know each
other in a smaller setting.

This ministry started in 2018 as the Parish Pastoral Council discerned its importance in making our
large parish more neighborly. So far this calendar year, 165 households have registered at our
parish. In November, each receives an ornament with the image of our church for their Christmas
tree. Laura Duelm, the leader of the Welcome Committee, shares: “One of the hopes of our
volunteers is that we create a community feeling, where all newcomers experience the parish that
WE experience. Then in turn, they will find a home and THEIR ministry here, one they feel
passionate about!”
