Pastor’s Letter

Bartimaeus began to cry out and say, “‘Jesus, son of David, have pity on me.”
Mark 10:47

Mark inserts one final miracle story immediately before Jesus enters Jerusalem. He presents a clear
contrast between a beggar who is asking to see and the authorities in Jerusalem who will refuse to see
or accept who Jesus is. Although Bartimaeus is unable to see Jesus physically, he nonetheless
recognizes Jesus as the son of David, a term associated with the messiah. The fact that Mark refers to
Bartimaeus by name suggests that he had become a disciple and was known to the community of
believers for whom Mark writes his gospel. Upon restoring his sight, Jesus sends Bartimaeus on
mission, and he begins to follow Jesus on “the way” of the disciple.

This story challenges us to reflect on the areas of blindness in our own lives. In the words of a popular
song from the past, “There is none so blind as he who will not see.” In these final days of a divisive
election season, in what people or places do we fail to “see” the presence of Jesus. Have we been
tempted to “demonize” a candidate whose views we oppose and therefore fail to speak of them with
respect as a child of God? Have we written off the dignity of entire groups of people because they hold
views that we oppose? Are we speaking and acting in ways that will leave the door open to gracious
family gatherings on Thanksgiving and Christmas? Are we failing to see and respect the dignity of each
person, including the immigrant, the criminal, the powerful and the wealthy, the stranger whom | do not
know and the friend whom | do not understand?

“What do you want me to do for you?” Jesus asks us. Do we have the humility and the willingness to
recognize our blindness and echo Bartimaeus in saying, “Master, | want to see.”?

You may have heard that the Archdiocesan Review Board has determined that the allegations raised
one year ago against Fr. Bill Killeen, our former and now retired associate, have been deemed
unsubstantiated and Fr. Bill may now return to public ministry. Due to some immediate health concerns,
he is unable to celebrate Mass among us at present. However, he is grateful for your past and ongoing
prayers for his wellbeing.

This weekend at the Sunday 9:00 and 11:00 Masses, Bennett Ferguson will introduce himself as the
counselor from the Claret Center who will be available to meet with parishioners in search of counseling
help. Bennett recently began meeting with people in one of the available private rectory offices. We
welcome Bennett to the parish and are grateful for the opportunity he offers to parishioners through our
agreement with the Claret Center.

This Friday is All Saints Day, and Masses for the holy day will be celebrated at 8:30 AM and 7:00 PM.
Next Saturday is All Souls Day. At the Saturday 5:00 Mass, we will honor our tradition of recalling
parishioners and those connected to parishioners who died since November 1, 2023. Family members
are invited to bring a picture of your loved one to display on tables that will be set up at the base of the
altar platform. “Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and may perpetual light shine upon them. May the
souls of all the faithful departed, through the mercy of God, rest in peace.”

Of course, these two holy days follow the celebration of Halloween, which comes from its original name
“All Hallows Eve.” In England, families would leave favorite foods or treats on a table outside the door
should their deceased loved ones “pay a visit.” Children went door to door at night to collect the treats at
each house. Failure to leave treats might result in that household being tricked by some prank. Among
many Hispanics, it is a day to remember the dead by setting up “altares” inside the home, which are
covered with the favorite foods and photos of their deceased loved ones. In whatever ways your
household honors these days, may they be safe and blessed.

Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship

The following is an excerpt from a document of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops,
“Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship”, which guides Catholics in how to make conscience-
based decisions on political issues, including choosing candidates for public office. The complete

Let us look to the example of the Good Samaritan. Jesus’ parable summons us to rediscover our
vocation as citizens of our respective nations and of the entire world, builders of a new social bond. This
summons is ever new, yet it is grounded in a fundamental law of our being: we are called to direct
society to the pursuit of the common good and, with this purpose in mind, to persevere in consolidating
its political and social order, its fabric of relations, its human goals. (Pope Francis, Fratelli Tutti, no. 66)

As Catholics and Americans, we are blessed to be able to participate in our nation’s political and public
life. Our freedoms respect the dignity of individuals and their consciences and allow us to come together
for the common good. Election seasons, therefore, should contain a sense of gratitude and hope. Our
love for this country, our patriotism, properly impels us to vote.

But increasingly, it seems, election seasons are a time of anxiety and spiritual trial. Political rhetoric is
increasingly angry, seeking to motivate primarily through division and hatred. Fear can be an effective
tool for raising money. The most heated arguments online often get the most clicks. Demonizing the
other can win votes.

We propose once more the moral framework of Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship precisely
as pastors, inspired by the Good Samaritan, with the hope of binding these wounds and healing these
bitter divisions. This document is not based on personalities or partisanship, the latest news cycle, or
what's trending on social media. Instead, it reflects the perennial role of the Church in public life in
proclaiming timeless principles: the infinite worth and dignity of every human life, the common good,
solidarity, and subsidiarity. Not sure what these mean? We invite you to read a copy of Forming
Consciences for Faithful Citizenship and learn more.

Allowing your conscience to be stretched and formed by these reflections can give you peace! They
point to Jesus’ challenge to show mercy to those in need, just as the Good Samaritan. As Pope Francis
writes, “Here, all our distinctions, labels and masks fall away: it is the moment of truth. Will we bend
down to touch and heal the wounds of others?” (Fratelli Tutti, no. 70.) Let this be in our hearts when we
talk about politics and make political choices.

BYSTANDERS INTERVENTION — What to do if you withess abuse?

As a friend, colleague or family member, you can make a big difference if you see or know about
abuse or violence in a marriage. Only step in when it is safe to do so!

ASK: “Are you okay?” “What do you need from me right now?”

LISTEN: Empower them to make choices. Avoid telling them what to do. Praise them for coping in
such a difficult situation.

SAY: Keep calm. Keep it simple. I saw/heard/notice...and I'm feeling worried about you.”

TELL: Get support from trusted professionals.

STAND BESIDE; Sit next to them and ask “How can I help?” or “Would you like some help?’
GET HELP: Have a support option ready, if they give you permission: 1-800-799 (SAFE) 7233.
Secure an online chat: loveisrespect.org. TEXT “loveis” to 22522.

DOCUMENT: Suggest they keep evidence such as photos, dated journal entries screenshots.
CALL 911: If you think that you or someone else may be in danger

DON’T GIVE UP on them as a friend, even if they choose to stay in the relationship.

LOOK AFTER YOURSELF: Pay attention to how you are feeling. Set limits for what you can
reasonably do to help.

We will show Stateville Calling, a 50 minute documentary exploring parole reform and the struggle of aging
inmates in lllinois followed by a discussion with Bill Ryan and Arkee Chaney.

Bill Ryan is a resident of Plymouth Place, who has spent the last several decades befriending and
advocating on behalf of a group of men and women incarcerated for life, helping to abolish the death
penalty in lllinois, publishing a newspaper written by prisoners, and ceaselessly negotiating with
victim's advocates, legislators and lobbyists from both sides of the aisle.

“Art saved me” said Arkee Chaney about his 33 years in lllinois prisons. Arkee had been sentenced to life
without the possibility of parole (LWOP) after being convicted of stealing $110 in three different burglaries.
While incarcerated, Arkee met Dr. Margaret Burroughs, the founder of the DuSable Museum and a volunteer
art teacher at Stateville Prison. Dr. Burroughs encouraged Arkee’s natural artistic ability. He began painting
regularly in his cell and soon was teaching others to create art as well. Eventually the lllinois Prison Review
board recommended his sentence be reduced to time served, Governor Pritzker approved, and Arkee was
released from prison. Having no living family members who were able to take him in, Arkee came to live with
Bill Ryan for two years. During that time, he continued to paint and create ceramics, setting up in Bill’s
garage, which became his art studio. We will display some of Arkee’s art.

The film illustrates the forces that created our system, and surveys the competing arguments and
data points at play to equip viewers to decide for themselves what should be done about criminal
justice in lllinois.
