This is the journey of Holy Week, when we 
celebrate the deepest mysteries of our faith.  
Holy Thursday celebrates Christ’s saving 
gift of himself, his Body and Blood, in the bread 
and wine of the Eucharist and the invitation to 
do for others what he has done for us. Good 
Friday we venerate the Cross through which 
our Savior redeemed us through freely offering 
his life.  At the Saturday Vigil, we celebrate 
Christ our Light and our new life in him.  We 
celebrate the growth of our faith community as 
we baptize Amy Whitsitt, an adult member of 
our community, and her children Ellie and Jack; 
with Amy we welcome into the Catholic Church 
and confirm Amy’s husband, Garrett Whitsitt, 
Catherine Murphy, and Robert Goshorn. Five 
Masses on Easter Sunday bring as many as 
possible together to celebrate our new life in 
Christ and our call to bring the message of that 
life to the world through the witness of our lives.  
As least one service on each of these days will 
be livestreamed on our parish Facebook page 
(via the parish website) so that all with internet 
access can participate. 
 
God never abandons us, no matter what the 
limitations of our body and mind may tell us.  
May we be messengers of this truth in our 
presence and care for one another.

Pastor’s Notes 

“My God, my God,  
why have your forsaken me?” 

Mark 15:34 
 

Jesus cries this question in the agony of the 
Cross. In his humanity, he feels alone and 
abandoned by God. The physical and emotional 
pain are so deep that he has lost his sense of 
God’s presence and care for him. The reality 
that he is the Beloved Son of God cannot ease 
his human agony. And yet, moments after 
confessing his sense of abandonment, Jesus 
reaches out to God in his last breath.  Although 
surrounded by the jeers of others, Jesus 
surrenders in trust to what he cannot feel in his 
suffering.  He believes what he cannot know in 
his agony. And his testimony in that moment 
converts a soldier who is standing beneath him. 
 
Many among us have known a similar 
experience at some point in their lives.  It is the 
experience of facing human weakness and a 
suffering that overwhelms both body and spirit.  
In his book, “The Gift of Peace,” Cardinal 
Joseph Bernardin wrote of his growing 
realization that, in the final stages of his cancer, 
he needed to rely on the prayers of others to 
support him.  It was not that he did not believe 
that God was with him; rather, the physical pain 
and emotional anguish had made it impossible 
to connect with God in prayer.  He relied on the 
prayers of others to lift him up when he could no 
longer do so for himself.  His faith in God was 
strengthened by the encouragement of others. 
 
As we enter Holy Week, how do we confront the 
Cross of Jesus and the ways in which the cross 
is present in our lives or the lives of those 
around us?  Are we able to acknowledge how 
difficult it is to confront the power of suffering 
and evil in our lives and our world?  Are we able 
to give witness that we, too, surrender 
ourselves to God’s love and care even when we 
cannot know or feel it? Will we live out our 
mission to be present to and with others in their 
moments of sorrow and struggle with a deep 
faith that God is always with us? Will we choose 
to walk this journey through suffering and death

St. Francis Xavier became part of the BEDS mission in 1989 and provided 
emergency shelter in Joyce Hall on Monday nights along with dinner and a breakfast-to-go bag thanks to 
tremendous support from dedicated volunteers.  
 

During the pandemic, BEDS Plus Care moved clients into housing and motels and continues to protect and 
support them through their full array of case management services.  BEDS Plus is currently providing 830 
meals a week to at-risk individuals and families who are in motels and housed but experiencing food 
insecurity.

 How does the application/selection process work? There is a one page application, a face-to-face 
meeting with the members of the Board and then the Board votes on the slate of applicants.
