Since | do not know the names of the parishioner respondents, | thank all who took the time to
complete the survey and offer your honest feedback.

From the Catholic Leadership 360 survey that was sent to the individuals from whom | requested
feedback; | gained the following key insights.
: | am viewed as a valued and strong parish leader who respects diversity.
» Parish staff feel empowered and supported to lead and direct their area of ministry.
| tend to become defensive when under stress. This stifles my ability to listen to what is being
said and remains an area for growth.

> From the parish-wide survey, | gained the following key insights.

| am perceived as a leader who articulates vision, is a good manager, and follows through on
> commitments and responsibilities.

There is a significant divergence between those who describe me as caring, inclusive, and
~ pastoral and those who perceive me as lacking empathy and respect for divergent perspectives.
| am being invited to sharpen the focus and shorten the length of my homilies.

In reviewing the two summaries, | feel affirmed and humbled by an overall positive evaluation. |
consider it a blessing to serve this faith community as pastor. In a faith community of diverse
perspectives and many talents, we will have moments of disagreement. | cannot and should not
attempt to be all things for all people; but | can and must be accepting of various perspectives and
kind to all.

Some ratings and comments focused on issues of personal development that were difficult to
receive but not unexpected. When under stress, | can react inappropriately. | recommit to focusing
what | need to do to remain pastoral, respectful, and effective during periods of increased stress,
which are part of each of our lives in some way or other.

| was asked to create three development goals.
1. | will strengthen my relationships with staff and parish leadership by spending more
interpersonal time with each, beginning with the members of the parish staff.
2. | will strengthen my active listening skills and develop self-accountability tools to monitor how
well | use these skills in staff and parish council and board meetings.
3. | will refine my Sunday homilies to be more precise and more effective within a broader range
of ages and perspectives.

| will be focused on these over the next five months, and | welcome your ongoing feedback. This

will be my last formal evaluation before | reach retirement age in 2025. Therefore, | rely even more
on your perspectives, encouragement, and challenges.

Correction of March 31, 2021 offertory results. In our April bulletin, we reported that offertory was down
$181,000 over the previous year. That amount was an error due to the timing of incorporating our Easter 2020
results into our figures. In fact, our offertory was down as of March 31, 2020 by about $122,000 over the
previous year. We apologize for this reporting error. We continue to anticipate that our budgeted deficit will
be substantially reduced by the end of our fiscal year, as reported in the April bulletin.

The graph above fully incorporates this year AND last year’s Easter results, through April 30, and shows our
offertory is $100,000 below a year ago. Our Easter budget is $80,000; through April 30, we have received
$66,455.

As we prepare our annual budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2021, we are projecting that the parish
will need to return to pre-COVID offertory levels in order to break even. With the reinstatement of the
retirement plan contributions, return to normalized staffing levels and other expenses as our campus reopens,
our expected breakeven offertory level is in the $1.85 million range, similar to 2019 fiscal year levels. The
2021-2022 fiscal year budget has been developed. Look for an update in our June bulletins.

We are truly blessed to be a part of this community - thank you for your investment in our mission here at St.
Francis Xavier!

Fuller Center for Housing

For over 25 years, St. Francis Xavier has been sending groups of volunteers to the Mississippi Delta to build homes with
Clarksdale Area Habitat for Humanity. In fact, plans are in place for construction of the 50th volunteer-built house in
Clarksdale this summer - with one important change.

The local chapter has decided to align itself with a new organization — The Fuller Center for Housing.

Headquartered in Americus, Georgia, The Fuller Center for Housing was founded in 2005 by Millard and Linda Fuller,
the same couple who founded Habitat for Humanity in 1976. The Fullers founded the nonprofit as a recommitment to
the grassroots, Christian principles with which they launched their original affordable housing movement several
decades ago.

A 1996 recipient of the Presidential Medal of Freedom, Millard passed away in 2009, but Linda remains active in the
ministry. The Fuller Center for Housing has been given a 100% score for accountability and transparency by Charity
Navigator, and has received GuideStar’s highest-level Platinum rating for transparency as well.

The Fuller Center for Housing (www.fullercenter.org) builds and repairs homes in more than 70 U.S. communities and
more than 20 countries around the world. Much like Habitat, homeowners are full partners in the building process,
contributing “sweat equity” as they work alongside volunteers, then repaying the costs of materials on terms they can
afford, with no interest charged or profit made.

The second collection for this ministry will take place at masses during the weekend of May 16", Donations placed in
Habitat envelopes will be credited to Fuller Center.
