Pastor’s Notes

Sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts. Always
be ready to give an explanation to anyone
who asks you for a reason for your hope
but do it with gentleness.

Peter 3:15,16a

What gives you hope? The question becomes
significant with the news that we will be wearing
masks and maintaining social distancing well into
the summer; our new “normal” will be very different
from what we anticipated at the beginning of the
new year. We yearn to come together for picnics,
family celebrations, and Eucharist. We long to hug
loved ones and friends, especially those facing
difficulties whom we cannot see even virtually. We
can remind ourselves that we are doing what we
need to do to stop the spread of the coronavirus; to
protect those most vulnerable among us; and to
alleviate the stress on medical professionals,
caretakers, and first responders who are placing
themselves at risk for the sake of others. But deep
down, don’t we all wish the virus would just go away!

What gives you hope? What do children and the
vulnerable see in you that gives them hope? What
do the fearful and the cynical see in you that causes
them to question or perhaps challenge you?

These are not new questions. They were asked of
the first Christians, and sometimes asked by the first
Christians of one another in moments of doubt or
difficulty. Saint Peter reminds us that hope is rooted
in a heart that has given Jesus the most important
place. Our hope as Christians is not based on faith
in science or nature, each of which has its limits.
We hope because Christ suffered and died to
conquer death and rose to assure us that life on this
earth will lead to an even fuller life at the end of our
life on earth. We hope because there is no virus, no
natural disaster, no human disregard for life that can
separate me from the love of Christ and his promise
of eternal life. Many of us hope because we have
witnessed the deep faith of those who held God
close to their heart even though we might have
thought that they had every reason to give up on
God.

What gives you hope? Will we allow Christ to
dwell with us so intimately that we become a light for
others amid the shadows? Will we allow the joy of
the resurrection to be not just a story of the distant
past but a truth that continue to be revealed in the
crosses and empty tombs in this moment? Will we
be bold enough and brave enough to proclaim to
others our reason for hope, not defensively, but with
gentleness? Will we wear a mask to protect others
but refuse to mask the faith that God walks with us?
Will we keep a safe physical distance from others
but reject emotional distance? Will we reach out to
our neighbors and encourage those working to
provide protection, health, food, and other essentials
because we believe that God lives in our
compassion for one another, especially when it is
most difficult for us to place another’'s need before
our own?

What gives you hope? However, we express our
answer, may we each find that answer rooted in
Christ. May we be Christ for others in word and
deed. May our faith in action reach out to support
those most in need.

“If you love me, you will keep my commandments.
This is my commandment: that you love one
another.” We pray for the Spirit to strengthen our
hope and inspire our love.

Sew...We Need Your Help!

(ommunifg Mask Initiative
If you can sew, we need your help! Disposable face masks are in short supply and fabric
masks can help our healthcare workers and senior citizens. There are many designs online but K
simple is best. The instructions below for a simple mask can be adapted depending on what /
you have available. Tightly woven cotton fabric is best. If you don't have flannel for the
lining, use two layers of cotton fabric. If you don't have elastic, use bias tape or fabric to edge If S H
the short end of the mask and make 10-12" ties on each corner. you can =W you can

health care providers, nursing homes, etc.

How to make a Face Mask

Materials Needed:
Fabric 1 - Cotton Fabric
Fabric 2 - Cotton or Flannel for the backing
1/8” Flat elastic (If you don't have elastic, use bias tape or fabric to edge the short end of the mask and make 10-12" ties
on each corner. )

1. Put right sides of cotton fabric together.

2.Cut9”x 6”

3. Starting along one of the 9” sides from about 3 inches from the corner, begin sewing the bottom edge, sew to

the first corner, stop. Place the elastic into the corner and sew back and forth a couple of times to make sure it

1S secure.

4. Continue sewing along the 6” side and stop before the corner. Bring the other end of that same electric to the
corner and sew back and forth a couple of times.

5. Next sew across the top of the mask to the next corner. Again put the elastic in the corner and sew back and
forth.

6. Continue sewing to the next corner and place the elastic into the corner and sew back and forth.
7. Sew across the bottom leaving about 1.5” to 2 open. Stop, cut the thread. Turn in-side out.

8. Pin 3 tucks on each side of the mask. Make sure the tucks are the same direction.

9. Sew around the edge of the mask twice.

Be sure the fabric design is place horizontally.

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ANOINTING OF THE SICK

The Archdiocese has issued the following guidelines for celebration of the Anointing of the Sick until further notice.

“Under the State’s exemption for essential services, the Archdiocese of Chicago is including Anointing of the Sick as an essential
service. However, out of an abundance of caution only a select number of priests will be allowed to administer this sacrament
to any confirmed COVID-19 patients until further notice. When a request is made for a priest to administer this sacrament, the priest
must inquire if the ill person is a confirmed COVID-19 patient.

> If no, the priest may proceed under the following guidelines.
e The priest must maintain social distance with everyone present so as to offer comfort without making physical contact.
o The priest must wash or sanitize his hands with soap and warm water both before entering the room and after leaving.
¢ The anointing must be done with a cotton-tipped swab or a cotton ball which will be burned or buried after use.
e Bleach wipes or soap and water will be used to sanitize all supplies both before and after the anointing.
o |Ifthe sacrament s celebrated in a health care facility, the priest must follow the protocols and protective guidelines of that facility.
> |f yes, the family must be notified that, due to guidelines set forth by the archdiocese to ensure everyone’s health, another priest
must take the call and that the family will be contacted by that priest. Explain to the family members that out of an abundance of
caution only a select number of our priests are allowed to administer this sacrament to any confirmed COVID-19 patients
until further notice. (4 priests will be designated priests in each Vicariate who are under age 60 and in good health). These
priests will follow special precautions established by the Archdiocese.”

CHRISTIAN BURIALS

The Archdiocese has issued the following guidelines for funeral services and burials until further notice.

“Burials at Catholic Cemeteries may continue and are not suspended at this time; however, attendance limit and social distancing
requirements apply per below. Please note that our churches are still closed; therefore, funeral Masses are not possible.

However, if a family requests a funeral, there are two options:

1. Afuneral service, not a Mass, may take place at the funeral home
a. the limit for attendees remains 10 people at this time (inclusive of the funeral director, priest, mourners, etc.)
b. All attendees must practice social distancing

2. A funeral service may take place graveside at the cemetery before committal/burial.
a. the limit for attendees remains 10 people at this time (inclusive of the funeral director, priest, mourners, etc.)
b. All attendees must practice social distancing”

Please note that the family can plan to celebrate a Funeral Mass at the church once restrictions have been lited, even when the burial
already has occurred.

RECONCILIATION WHILE CHURCHES ARE CLOSED

The Archdiocese has provided the following information regarding celebrations of the Sacrament of Reconciliation while churches are
closed.

“Individual confessions are currently not possible; this includes virtual or phone confessions, which are never permissible, nor drive-thru
confessions. Despite the good intentions around such novelty, we must attend to our underlying theological tradition of the sacrament,
as well as support the stay-at-home order and its intended purpose — to keep people safe in their homes at this time. In keeping with
longstanding pastoral practice when penitents’ access to the sacrament is restricted, they can be assured that their sins are forgiven if
they make an act of contrition with a firm resolve to approach the Sacrament of Reconciliation after the stay-at-home order is lited. The
faithful should be encouraged to pray particular prayers or meditate on passages of the bible ... to assist them in seeking the mercy and
forgiveness of God and the grace of reconciliation.”
